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The Crayères Castle is an elegant turn-of-the-XXth-century residence situated in the 
centre of a 7 hectares English-style parkland.  
The castle grounds feature hundred-year-old trees planted by Madame Pommery. In the 
heart of the city nature has reclaimed its rights and created a peaceful heavenΧ  
Blending tradition, comfort and refinement, it is a luxurious gourmet retreat, where 
guests can relax in sumptuous rooms and savour superb cuisine.  
  
 There are 19 rooms, 16 of which are situated in the castle.  
  
The cosy, intimate glass alcoves of the hotel let in the last rays of sunshine at the cocktail 
hour.   
The Restaurant of the Château Les Crayères located in the heart of the castle, owes its 
reputation to a team of faithful employees, many of whom have been with the restaurant 
for 15 years. Although this team has served thousands of guests, the dinner service 
remains one of the highlights of each guest stay.

The Hostellerie de Levernois, is, above all, a bucolic setting in a preserved area. 
 
The charm of a bourgeois house in harmony with nature: 22 rooms and 4 bright 
apartments distributed in 3 buildings, in a park of more than 5 hectares.  
  
In the heart of the Côte de Beaune region: Pommard, Meursault, Puligny-MontrachetΧ A 
rewarded table and an exceptional wine cellarΧ. An essential Burgundy tradition! 
 
With its waterside bistro- where the sound of bottles being uncorked punctuates lively 
conversation on the banks of the Bouzaise- this large white house in the majestic park 
combines elegance and a warm welcome. Susanne and Jean-Louis Bottigliero have 
managed to create a place where the copper pots and pans on the wall live quite 
naturally alongside master paintings.

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Château de Bagnols 5*  

 
Dating from the 13th century, the chateau features impressive towers, the original dry 
moat, honey-coloured stone known as pierres dorées and a dramatic entrance across a 
drawbridge.  It offers 21 rooms. 
 
Discovered by Lady Hamlyn in 1987 in a derelict state, she painstakingly restored the 
château with much energy and vision, to its former glory, revealing Renaissance wall and 
ceiling paintings created during the château's finest period when nearby Lyon was one of 
Europe's great Renaissance cities.The Château de Bagnols is one of France's major historic 
monuments.  
 
Château de Bagnols is set among vineyards, forests and green hills in the heart of the 
beautiful Beaujolais countryside. The landscape architects chose lawn paths, aisles of yews 
(about 2000), and different varieties of cherry trees (106) and a boscage landscape 
composed of about 300 scrubs (el der trees, hazelnut trees, amelanchiers), giving the 
landscape a rustic look, a marvellous complement to the golden stones.

On the hillside of Fourvière, in the old part of Lyon, the « Villa Florentine » is located in a 
wonderful restored 17th century building. 
 
The terraced gardens, where sculptures marvelously mingle with flower beds, make of the 
« Villa» an authentic heaven of greenery, in the heart of Lyon. 
 
The terrace by the pool offers a panoramic view of the Gallic capital and of the distant Alps. 
During the summer season, while taking in the view, you may enjoy a cocktail from the bar, 
and cool off in the pool. 
 
The 28 rooms scattered on 5 levels, blend the Italian renaissance style with modern 
comfort. They are all equipped with air conditioning, mini bar, satellite television, electric 
curtains, etc. Each room has its own individual style : panoramic views, a mezzanine, a 
private terrace, a sitting area . 
 
The «Villa Florentine » proposes a fitness centre with sauna, steam room, a cardio training 
room and a small beauty care area. The outdoor swimming pool and private valet serviced 
car park are also part of our services.

Billecart-Salmon  

The Billecart-Salmon House was established in 1818 by husband and wife 
Nicolas-François Billecart and Elisabeth Salmon, in a village called Mareuil-sur-Ay, 
near Epernay. Since then, seven generations of Billecarts have made of the village 
of Mareuil-sur-Ay their stronghold under the aegis of the ǾƛƭƭŀƎŜΩǎ patron saint: 
Saint-Hilaire. This is where the family home lies and where the Chasselas-Rosé is 
still grown, on the original vines first plated by Nicolas François Billecart. The 
Billecart-Salmon house is the embodiement of these rare family businesses who 
have constantly strived to build the legend of champagne. The ŦŀƳƛƭȅΩǎ 
independence has helped them to maintain a sense of continuity in the 
concoction of their champagnes with as their watchwords: finesse, balance and 
elegance. Always seeking perfection, their motto remains the same άƎƛǾŜ priority 
to quality, strive for ŜȄŎŜƭƭŜƴŎŜέ.  
The Billecart-Salmon house is particularly famous for the production of the 
unique Blancs de Noirs cuvée which bears de the name of the patron of Mareuil-
sur-Ay. The one hectare vineyard has always belonged to the family and responds 
to the most stringent norms: a single, unbroken and enclosed plot with o 
complete vinification installation in situ. Its vines, planted and pampered since 
1964, have developed all the qualities of the best crus.  
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Personalized tour of Ruinart Champagne House followed by a 
tasting.  
Ruinart, founded in 1729, has an impressive staircase leading 
the way into a spectacular network of cellars more than 30 
metres below ground. These cellars include chalk pits listed as 
historic monuments. The Ruinart cellars are often compared to 
underground cathedrals just lit by a pale shaft of light where a 
constant and natural temperature of 11ÁC prevails.  

 

Tasting at the champagne house Ruinart  
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The scenic site of Hautvillers is located within the Rheims Mountain Natural Park. Walking 
through small alleys such as the ά/ǳƭ de [ŀƳǇŜέΣ άŘǳ Dessous les /ƭƻǎέ άŘŜ .ŀŎŎƘǳǎέΣ takes 
the visitors to the heart of the village's history that so many call άǘƘŜ Pearl of 

/ƘŀƳǇŀƎƴŜέ. 
 

From a text of Dom Almane, religious figure of Hautvillers monastery:  
άLǘϥǎ called άIŀǳǘǾƛƭƭŜǊǎέ όάƘƛƎƘ ǾƛƭƭŀƎŜέύΣ άIƛƎƘέ is its name, high it is... Here are the thick 
leaves of the forests that crown it,. On its hillsides, widely spread, an ocean of vines, 
heavy with grapes of which juice will makes glasses sparkle with their pearls. At its feet, 
the majestic Marne River, embellishes the site. Altogether, these natural elements make 
the perfect settlement.έ 
  
Out of a prophetic vision, frequently called άǘƘŜ dove ǾƛǎƛƻƴέΣ Bishop St Nivard, then in 
charge of Rheims area, founded the Benedictine abbey St Peter of Hautvillers in 650, the 
Middle Age period. It was destroyed by the Normans in 882, reconstructed and then burnt 
down by the British in 1449. Erected once more and washed away by the Huguenots in 
1564. Eventually, the third reconstruction appeared and was made out of the gracious 
donation of Catherine de Medici.

Epernay is the home to the Champagne house Moët & Chandon, established in 1743 by 
Claude Moët. Moët & Chandon rose to fame by supplying Champagne to Napoléon 
Bonaparte in the 19th century.  
You will discover one of the largest wine cellars in Champagne with over 28km of historic 
tunnels and caves dug into the chalk hills of Champagne. The tour will take you to the 
cellars to see where millions of bottles of Champagne are stored and how this product is 
made. At the end of the tour, you will enjoy a Dom Perignon tasting with two différents 
types of Dom Perignon Champagne, the trademark of Moët et Chandon Champagne 
house.

Reims, one of the main gastronomic centres of France is eager to show you the legacy of its glorious past and to lead 
you into a prestigious realm of the most celebrated and festive of wines. 
Rich of traditions and centuries-old know-how, Reims has also become a modern and lively regional capital thanks to 
its location, at the crossroad of several European routes, its economy and its first-rate teaching and research centre. 
Reims, a town centre that offers you both the elegance of its Art Deco facades and its relaxed atmosphere, which 
prevails in the streets and on the café-terraces. Reims opens to you its doors and welcomes you. 
Walking along the street just to appreciate Art deco style around the cathedral, one of the greatest cathedrals of 
France, both for ƛǘǎΩ history and architecture, the Notre Dame Cathedral, where the French kings were crowned 
during 15 centuries and see the famous Marc Chagall stain glass Windows.

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Hospices de Beaune 

 
Afternoon : Personalized visit of The Hospices de Beaune 
 
Preserved with extreme care, this monument of international reputation is a rare 
piece of civil architecture of the Middle Age.  
 
The creation of the Hopsices de Beaune is situated within a quite particular historical 
context. The fonders of this institution gave it a vocation which it still exercises today 
through its various activities.  
 
Today, the Hôtel-Dieu is a museum whose architectural splendour unspoilt since the 
15th century, is only equalled by the very modern ethic of the institution, which has 
never abandoned its original mission , to provide care and relief for the destitute who 
are victims of solitude or sickness.  
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Tasting with Roland Masse  

Afternoon: Exclusive wine tasting at the winery of the estate of the Hospices de Beaune, 
with the winemaker Roland Masse. 
 
One of the unique characteristics of the Hospices Civils de Beaune is their wine producing 
estate. The Beaune institution, thanks to the donations and legacies which have been 
made throughout its history, is the owner of more than 60 hectares (150 acres) of vines. 
Most of these vineyard plots are located in prestigious appellations. They are nearly all 
first growths and great growths. 

 
Although the wine-growing domain is over five centuries old, the auction only dates from 
1859. Two days before the picturesque "sale by candle", the wine tastings take place in 
the Hospices' fermenting cellars. In the Hôtel-Dieu this activity reawakens all the charms 
of these age-old cellars. A gala dinner in honour of Bacchus closes the festivities, in the 
superb setting of the medieval Bastion. 

 
The sale by auction of the wines of the Hospices de Beaune remains the most famous 
annual charity event in the world and all the professionals await it expectantly. In fact, this 
ceremony determines to some extent the quality and value of the year's harvest for the 
whole of Burgundy.

Dinner at Loiseau des Vignes. 

 
The restaurant is located in the historic centre of Beaune. It is a new concept of 
restaurant with a wine list offering a selection of 70 premium names, served by the 
glass, and whose cuisine enables guests to taste a number of the inescapable specialties 
of the Burgundy region alongside some of the nostalgic dishes of French Cuisine.

A balloon flight over the châteaux and villages of Burgundy is a once-in-a-
lifetime experience. Floating along with the wind just after sunrise and 
everything seems at peace in the world. Imagine rising out of the grounds of 
one of some beautiful settings, brushing the tree tops, to see the French 
countryside in all her glory, opening up before you.

Two helicopters will pick up the group at the aerodrome of Beaune for a 20mns ride to 
Vougeot. It will be a nice opportunity to discover .ǳǊƎǳƴŘȅΩǎ beautiful scenery in a 
different angle. 
  
For nearly two thousand years the narrow strip of vineyard slopes which stretches for 60 
kilometres between Dijon in the north and the Maranges district in the south has been 
home to the great vineyards which are the glory of Burgundy. These slopes, backing onto 
the Burgundian plateau above the valley of the Saône and facing east or south-east, are 
known locally simply as "la côte". (The reason the French words "côte" or "côteau", 
meaning hillside or slope, occur so often in connection with wine-growing in Burgundy is 
a reflection of the fact that sloping sites make the best vineyards). 
  
You will land in a private property just in front of the Château du Clos de Vougeot.

Lunch: Tasting lunch at the Comte Senard estate 
 

Family Senard started to establish a wine domain in Côte de Beaune in 1857. A few years 
later, in 1880, the gardener of the domain discovered in the property a wonderful vaulted 
cellar dating from the 14th century. This cellar was the ancient cellar of Antonin monks of 
Saint Marguerite abbey. 
  

In 1929, family Senard owned already 30 hectares of vines in Aloxe-Corton, Pommard, 
Volnay and in Clos de Vougeot, as well as a trade wine house. Following the division 
between the different members of the family and the economy crises of the thirties, the 
domain was reduced drastically of a main part of its vines. ¢ƘŀǘΩǎ why the family owns today 
9 hectares of vines including a Monopoly in the grand cru Corton Clos des Meix. 
  

Philippe Senard succeed to is father Daniel Senard in 1971. Philippe manage also 
Terregelesses domain with a surface of 9 hectares of vines. ¢ƘŀǘΩǎ how the domain runs 18 
hectares of vines five in Village appellation, 6 in 1er cru appellation and 7 in Grand Cru 
appellation. Lorraine Senard, tƘƛƭƛǇǇŜΩǎ daughter, works with her father since 2000. She 
vinifies white wines since 2002, red wines since 2004, and ǎƘŜΩǎ about to be the first female 
manager of the domain since it was created.
